PROFFER PURSUANT TO 18 U.S.C. 3142 (g) IN SUPPORT OF BAIL MOTION 1 
 

Defendant Juan Johnson, by his attorneys, Gardiner, Koch and Weisberg, and Daniel J. 

Stohr submits the following proffer in support of Juan Johnson’s bail motion. 

Criminal History 

Juan has no criminal history.  He was wrongfully convicted of murder and subsequently 

acquitted after serving 11 years in prison for a crime he did not commit.  Prior to that he had one 

arrest which resulted in a 710 misdemeanor plea.  ( 720 ILCS 550/10 (formerly ¶ 710 provides 

that such a disposition “is not a conviction.”  Id.))   Juan’s wrongful conviction is the subject of a 

suit against the City of Chicago, 05 C 1042, in this building.  While in prison Juan obtained his 

G.E.D. and was an A+ college student in his senior year until the State of Illinois ceased funding.  

(College transcripts attached, Exhibit A.)  While out on bond on his murder case Juan faithfully 

attended court on 48 court dates without fail. 

Employment, Character, and Community Ties 

Within a few months of release, Juan began working as a volunteer for CeaseFire, which 

is a nationally lauded program of Chicago Project for Violence Prevention of the U.I.C. 

Department of Public Health.  

Juan began working as a paid Violence Interrupter for CeaseFire in October 2003.  His 

first assignment was Beat 1413 in Logan Square which went from seven killings in 2003 to 0

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killings in 2004.  (CeaseFire research summary, submitted herewith as Exhibit B.)  In Beat 1413, 

the overall shooting rate (murders and injuries) went down by 82% between 2004 and 2006.  

(CeaseFire Fiscal Year 2007 Report to the State of Illinois, pp. 8, 10, Exhibit C.)  By 

comparison, in Logan Square per a three year evaluation of CeaseFire funded by the Dept. of 

Justice, and Conducted by Northwestern University’s Institute for Policy Research shootings 

declined by 22%.  (Brief Summary, p. 3, “Evaluation of CeaseFire Chicago, W. Skogan, et al., 

Northwestern University’s Institute for Policy Research, Exhibit D.)   

Juan Johnson’s community activities in CeaseFire have been reported in NPR, the 

Toronto Star, the BBC, ABC WLS TV (August 27, 2007), Chicago Tribune (August 27, 2007), 

as well as in CeaseFire publications which have honored Juan for special recognition for 

outstanding work.  (CeaseFire News, July 2006, Exhibit E.)  

Juan has travelled to Baltimore, Trenton N.J, and Atlanta, to help set-up CeaseFire 

programs and lecture.  Juan was also a contributor to the CeaseFire Manual for Violence 

Interrupters.  (Supervisor Tio Hardiman, available to testify to.) 

Description of CeaseFire Philosophy and Methodology 

According to the Federal Center for Disease Control and Prevention, homicide is the 

leading cause of death among African American men between the ages of 15 and 34.  (Cover 

story, New York Times Sunday Magazine, May 4, 2008, Exhibit F.)  CeaseFire is headed by Dr. 

Gary Slutkin, an epidemiologist and physician at UIC.  The program is funded by the U.S. Dept. 

of Justice, various charitable foundations, and the State of Illinois.  CeaseFire has been funded by 

the U.S. Dept. of Justice and has expanded to other cities, including Newark, Kansas City, Mo., 

and Baltimore.  Id.  The program seeks to treat inner city homicides using a public health rather 

than criminal model.  Id.  Mrs. Laura Bush has described CeaseFire’s approach as a 

“revolution[ary].”  (White House, Office of the First Lady, news release, March 29, 2007, 

Exhibit G.) 

President and Mrs. Bush have personally written charitable contribution checks to 

CeaseFire.  (Times of London, July 2, 2008.)  Mrs. Bush has twice visited CeaseFire in Chicago. 

Description of Juan’s work 

“Violence interrupters .  .  . are street-smart individuals who identify and engage 
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individuals who are at high risk of becoming involved in violence in order to prevent shootings 

and killings from occurring.”  (CeaseFire Fiscal Year 2007 Report to the State of Illinois, p. 4, 

Ex. C.) 

Per the Northwestern University study, (p. 5-4) quoting a violence interrupter “‘It’s 

impossible to stop killers if you don’t know killers.  You have to walk the walk, talk the talk.””  

Per the study, “Violence Interrupters had all participated in high-risk and illegal activity and/or 

were related to people who were involved in such dealings during the time that they worked for 

CeaseFire .”  (“Evaluation of CeaseFire Chicago, W. Skogan, et al., Northwestern University’s 

Institute for Policy Research, p. 5-5, ch. 5 attached herewith as Exhibit H.)  (Emphasis added.)  

Juan is one of the few Puerto Rican violence interrupters as noted in the report.  Juan is unique, 

in addition to his stunning success rate, in that he can reach out to the African American 

community as well as the Puerto Rican community.  As the report notes, “[b]ecause violence 

interrupters work was so social, it was difficult to distinguish between their time off and their 

time on the job.  (“Evaluation of CeaseFire Chicago, W. Skogan, et al., Northwestern 

University’s Institute for Policy Research, p. 5-12.)  (Ex. D.) 

“Violence interrupters appealed to their impact on the street economy, and to ‘street 

property rights’ rather than to mainstream law.  For example, violence interrupters did not try to 

dissuade men from dealing drugs, because it was a common occupation in the street economy.  

One CPVP staff member told the interrupters: ‘Don’t preach about dope.  Preach about 

shootings.’”  Id. at p. 5-19.  An example described in the report:  “[One violence interrupter] 

encouraged the warring crews to share the block, saying, ‘Both of you can make money, if you 

each give each other room to make money.’”  Id. at 5-19 – 520.  (Ex. D.) 

As noted by Alex Kotlowitz2 (Cover story, New York Times Sunday Magazine, May 4, 

2008): 

“CeaseFire doesn’t necessarily aim to get people out of gangs – 
nor interrupt the drug trade.  It is almost blindly focused on one 
thing: preventing shootings.

2  Mr. Kotlowitz is the author of the well-regarded book, There Are No Children Here, chronicling urban violence 
on the South Side of Chicago. 
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 As a result, the interrupters operate in a netherworld 
between upholding  the law and upholding the logic of the streets.  
They’re not meant to be substitute for the police, and indeed, 
sometimes the interrupters negotiate disputes involving illicit 
goings-on.  The often walk a fine line between mediating and 
seeming to condone criminal activity.”  Id.  (Ex. F.)  (Emphasis 
added.) 

 

“[V]iolence interrupters primarily mediated conflicts with men in their old street 

organizations.  They used the respect they commanded as leaders.  One West Side violence 

interrupter described how he mediated one incident;  ‘I sat them down together and told them 

both they were wrong.’  He was able to do that because ‘when I was part of that I had more rank 

than them.’”  (Ex. D at 5-23.)  “Interrupters personal legitimacy was not as strong as that of 

current leaders and they sometime relied on gang authority when mediating conflicts.”  Id. at 5-

24.   Sometimes as a direct consequence of the violence interrupters mediation, gang members 

were violated by their own gang.  (Ex. D at 5-25.) 

Effectiveness 

In 2006, while killings went up in Chicago by 5%, they went down in 2006 by 53% in 

CeaseFire zones that had been in operation for two years or more. (CeaseFire Fiscal Year 2007 

Report to the State of Illinois, pp. 8, 10.)  (Exhibit H.) 

As noted above, following Juan beginning work as a Violence Interrupter for CeaseFire 

in October 2003, killings in Beat 1413 in Logan Square went from seven killings in 2003 to 0 

killings in 2004.  (CeaseFire research summary, submitted herewith as Exhibit B.)  In Beat 1413, 

the overall shooting rate (injured but not murdered) went down by 82% between 2004 and 2006.  

(CeaseFire Fiscal Year 2007 Report to the State of Illinois, pp. 8, 10, Exhibit C.)  Juan’s 

geographic area had the largest drops in homicide in the history of Chicago. 

Conclusion 

Juan Johnson has been an enthusiastic, effective, if not always wise, violence interrupter.  

He is overall an asset to the community.  Juan’s effectiveness in reducing street homicides and 

shootings has been stunning and nationally documented.  Juan is an asset to the community and 

is an appropriate candidate for bond.
